Adding / Checking Engine Oil (See Fig 4)

* Place generator on a level surface.

* Remove the crankcase dipstick to ensure you do not overfill the engine.

* Insert a funnel into the crankcase dipstick hold and carefully add 4-Cycle engine oil (SAE10W- 40 CD) to empty reservoir
until oil reaches the outer edge of the oil fill hole (crankcase dipstick hole).

* Be sure to replace dipstick before attempting to start the engine.

* To check oil, set generator on a level surface, wipe dipstick clean, then reinsert dipstick without rethreading.

Adding Fuel (See fig 5)

the tank until fuel level reaches 2 inches below the
top of the neck.

Connecting Generator to an Electrical System

*  If connecting generator to a building’s electrical system for standby power, you must use a qualified electrician to install
a transfer switch. The power from the generator must be isolated from the circuit breaker or alternative power source.
The connection must comply with all electrical codes and applicable laws.

Grounding the Generator (See Fig 6)

The ground terminal located on the back of the generator frame must always be used
to connect generator to a driven ground rod. Connect the ground terminal to the driven
ground rod with a No 8 AWG (American Wire Gauge) copper wire. The wire connects
to the terminal between the lock washer and nut. Tighten the nut securely to ensure
proper connection. Grounding the generator protects you from electric shock that
results from a build up of static electricity or undetected ground faults.

«  Only operate generator on a level surface.
«  Always connect the nut and ground terminal on the frame to an appropriate ground source.

How to Start Engine (See Fig 9)

Moving the Generator

+ Disconnect any electronic devices from generator then turn generator off.

* Turn fuel valve to the “OFF” position.

+ Tilt generator until it balances on wheels. Roll machine to desired location.

* Ifthe generator must be carried, fold handle to the down position. Never lift or carry generator by its handle.

Don't Overload Generator

Make sure you can supply enough rated watts and surge watts for all electronic devices connected to the generator. Rated
watts refer to the power a generator must supply to keep a device running. Surge watts refer to the power a generator
must supply to start an electronic device. This power surge for starting a device usually lasts between 2-3 seconds but this
additional output must be taken into account when selecting the electronic devices you plan to attach to the generator. To
prevent overloading the generator take the following steps:

1. Add up the total rated wattage of all electronic devices that will be connected to the generator simultaneously.

2. Estimate surge watts by adding the item(s) with the highest output (it is unnecessary to calculate the surge output for all
devices as they should be connected one at a time).

3. Add the Surge Watts to the total Rated Watts in step 1. Keep total load within generator’s power capacity.

Operating voltage and frequency requirement of all electronic equipment should be checked prior to plugging them into this
generator. Damage may result if the equipment is not designed to operate within a +/- 10% voltage variation, and +/- 3 Hz
frequency variation from the generator name plate ratings. To reduce the risk of damage, always have an additional load
plugged into the generator if solid state equipment (such as television set) is used. A power line conditioner is recommended
for some solid state applications.

Power Management

output first and the smallest output last to help prevent overloading the generator.

+ Allow generator output to stabilize (engine and attached devices run evenly) before plugging in the next load.

Cold Weather Operation

Under humid conditions where temperatures drop to 40°F (4°C), Dieseland crankcase ventilation pipe lines may appear to freeze .
In order to prevent Diesel and crankcase ventilation pipe lines may appear to freeze , To prevent icing take the following steps:

1. Use clean - 35 # diesel fuel.

2. Use the SAE 5W - 30 CD diesel engine oil.

3. Preheat open generating set switch.

4. Turn fuel valve to the open position.
5. Ensure generator is serviced according to the maintenance schedule under “Maintenance” section of manual.

6. Shelter unit from elements.

To Balance the Load
To obtain the best output and performance of your Ford Generator it is best to make every effort to balance the

load on the outlets. Attempt to spread the load as evenly as possible by utilizing all outlets and try to run higher
wattage device onseparate outlets when possible. For example; if you have a device that draws 2,500W and a
device that draws 2,000W, put one plug in the left duplex receptacle and then plug the other device in the right
duplex receptacle which would be a more balance than placing both plugs in a single duplex receptacle putting

4,500W on one receptacle.

Creating a Temporary Cold Weather Shelter

Inan emergency , the original shipping carton can be used as a temporary shelter. The shelter should hold enough heat

created by the generator to prevent icing.

1.Cutoff all flaps.

2.Cut off one of the long sides of the carton to expose the units muffler and exhaust. Do not enclose the muffler / exhaust
side of the generator.

3.Slide carton over generator. If necessary, remove the wheel assembly for fit.

4 Maintain 5 feet of clearance between the open side of box and other objects. The exposed side of the box should face
away from the wind and elements.

5.Remove shelter when temperatures reach -4°F (-20°C).

Regular maintenance will extend the life of this generator and improve its performance. The warranty does not cover items
that result from operator negligence, misuse, or abuse. To receive full value from the warranty, operator must maintain the

generator as instructed in this manual, including proper storage.

Pre-Operation Steps

Before starting the engine, perform the following pre-operation steps:

«  Checkthe level of the engine oil and the fuel tank level.
«  Make sure the air filter is clean.

* Remove any debris that has collected on the generator and around the muffler and controls. Use a vacuum cleaner to
pick up loose debris. If dirt is caked on, use a soft bristle brush.

* Inspect the work area for hazards.

Air Filter (See Fig15)

Adirty air filter will reduce the life span of the engine, make it difficult to start the engine, and reduce the unit’s performance.
+ Toclean, remove the air filter cover.

« Carefully pull the air filter out by lifting up along the edges.

*  Remove dirt from filter by tapping on it or having it blown out. Replace with new filter annually.

«  Reinstall air filter so that it seals and replace air filter cover.

MAINTENANCE

Fuel filter must often clean, ensure a maximum output power for diesel engine.

* Putthe fuel tank of fuel.

* Loosen the tubing clamp, screw, nut, diesel thoroughly clean the filter.
+  Serious condition, replace the fuel filter.

* Bolted fixed fuel filter.

Fuel tank must be empty before replacing fuel filter. Run unit until tank is empty, if needed,

Draining Fuel Tank

To help prevent gum deposits in the fuel system, drain the fuel from the tank and carburetor before storing the unit for long
periods of time. This will help prevent starting problems in the future. If the unit is stored with fuel and the fuel becomes
stale or turns gummy or to varnish the warranty does not cover this repair or service.

Draining the fuel tank
* Turnthe engine OFF.
* Turnthe fuel valve to the OFF position.

*  Remove the fuel line that leads to the carburetor from the petcock by squeezing the ends of the hose clamps and
sliding the fuel line off.

+ Ifneeded, install a fuel hose that will extend to a suitable fuel container large enough to catch the fuel being drained
from the tank.

+ Turnthe fuel valve to the ON position.
+  When the fuel has drained from the tank, close the fuel valve and reinstall fuel line securely on petcock.
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MAINTENANCE

Storage and Transportation of the Generator(See Fig 18)

+ Remove any debris that has collected on the generator and around the muffler and control panel. Use a brush or vacuum
to remove loose dirt.

Inspect air cooling slots. Remove any debris if obstructed.

For short-term storage, Less than 1 month,No storage procedure required.

storage 1to 3 month,Fill with fresh diesel fuel.

storage more than 3 month,Draining the fuel tank.

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WARRANTY

Ford Power Equipment Limited 1 Year Warranty:

From the date of original purchase, Ford Power Equipment warrants to the original purchaser that each portable
generator sold, shall be free from defectin material and workmanship for the items and time period set forth
below. Ford Power Equipment, atits discretion, agrees to repair or replace any defective part that upon examination,
inspection, and testing by a Ford Power Equipment authorized service dealer, is found to be defective within the
original warranty period. Ford Power Equipment will also decide upon the use of new or rebuilt parts or comparable
product. Any part or product that is replaced will be retained by Ford Power Equipment. This warranty period shall
not be extended and any repaired product shall be warranted for the remaining period of the original warranty. The
consumer is responsible, and shall prepay all transportation costs, including returning items to the factory or
warehouse. This warranty is non-transferable and proof of purchase must be presented for requesting warranty
service. If a proof-of-purchase receiptis not provided, the product’s shipping date by the manufacturer will be used
to determine the warranty period.

Length of Warranty:

Personal use applications of this portable generator are warranted for month or 500 hrs using (Whichever
comes first). Proof of purchase and of maintenance must be provided.

* 6 Month - Limited comprehensive coverage on all generator components and labor.

+ 12 Month - Limited coverage on generator engine and alternator components, parts only.

“Personal use” means personal residential household use or recreational use by the retail consumer. “Commercial use”
means all other uses including commercial, construction, or otherincome producing purposes. Once a generator has been
used for commercial purposes, it shall thereafter be considered as a “commercial use” generator for the purposes of this
warranty. Any portable generator used for commercial use, as rental equipment or for the purpose of primary power in place
of utility, will not be covered under this warranty.

Consumer Responsibilities:

+ Consumeris responsible for carefully reading and following all instructions in the owner’s manual. Any product that is
damaged due to misuse or abuse will not be covered by this warranty.

« Consumeris responsible for all transportation costs to an authorized Ford Power Equipment Service Center. Unless
otherwise requested, ground shipping will be applied for part shipment and customer will pay any additional charges for
expedited shipments.

+ Consumer is responsible for labor costs associated with warranted repairs twelve (12) months after the purchase date.

Labor rates will only be based on normal working hours.

+ Consumeris responsible for maintaining generator as specified in the owner’s manual. Documentation of this

+ Consumer is responsible for presenting any problems with the generator to an authorized Ford Power Equipment
Service Center as soon as the problem exists.

 What this Warranty Does Not Cover:

Maintenance: This warranty does not apply to tune-ups or routine maintenance and does not cover any adjustments or
repairs not performed by an authorized repair facility.

Misuse: This warranty does not apply if your product has failed due to abuse, misuse, neglect, using incorrect fuels or
lubricants, overloading, overspeeding, improper maintenance, improper storage, unapproved modifications, or has
been operated in any way contrary to the instructions found in the products owner’s manual.

Adverse conditions: This warranty does not apply if your product has failed due to freezing, accident or natural
disasters.

Product shipment: This warranty does not apply to damage resulting from shipping, handling, or warehousing. Any
damage claims to this product caused by shipment must be filed with freighter.

Other exclusions: This warranty does not apply if your product has been sold “as is” or where the factory applied
serial number has been removed.
